Your final poster should be sent to the conference secretariat at OCPA8@ntu.edu.sg in PDF format by 6 June 2014. Please clearly indicate the subfield of your presentation (see announcement for the list of subfields.)

Guidelines for a successful poster presentation:

1. Your poster must correspond to the title and content of your abstract submission.

2. The presentation should be jargon free and understandable by the general audience as well as the experts. 

3. Plan your poster to be in logical sequence, i.e. introduction, study design and methods, data collected, conclusion.

4. Put up your poster at least 1/2 hour prior to the start of the poster sessions.

5. The poster should be in one of the following formats:

(a)  If in looses sheets, these should preferably be of A1 size, with materials that can be mounted easily with velcro tape.  

(b)  A single glossy poster printout--The poster should occupy an area not to exceed the standard AO poster size  841 mm (height) x 1189 mm (width) (~ 33.1 in x 46.8 in).
6. Posters should be designed for easy reading from a 3’ to 4’ distance.

7. To ensure visual effectiveness of your poster, use large lettering and a minimum of text.

8. Use of colours can visually enhance your poster.

9. Remove your poster immediately at the close of the poster sessions.

10. A-V is not allowed in poster sessions - posters should be displayed using effective printed visuals.
