Summary & Action Items


Leaders of the Chinese Physical Society and the American Physical Society met on February 29, 2012, to discuss possible new initiatives that would strengthen communication and collaboration between the two organizations.  The action items from the meeting are summarized below.

· Journal Referees:  CPS will work with Gene Sprouse and Ling Miao toward a list of possible APS journal referees from the Chinese physics community.  

· March/April APS Meetings:  CPS will suggest possible invited speakers from the Chinese physics community for sessions at the March & April APS meetings.

· APS Annual Meeting receptions:  APS & CPS will consider a “China Night” at the APS March or April meetings. (This could include coordinating the various Chinese university receptions traditionally held at the March meeting.)

· CPS Annual Meeting: 

· The idea of a joint session between the CPS and APS at their next annual meeting has been suggested by APS & CPS members involved in the Daya Bay Bay reactor neutrino experiment.  This may be proposed to CPS leaders by Chinese physicists involved in this project.  Members of the APS Committee on International Scientific Affairs (CISA) will assist in finding speakers should CPS choose to hold such a joint session.

· APS will consider hosting a reception in conjunction with CPS annual meeting in September 2012.

· CISA will keep CPS leaders updated on progress regarding the Joint PRC-US School in Neutrino and Dark Matter Physics, being organized from September 16-20, 2012, just prior to the CPS annual meeting, at the recently established Institute for Nuclear, Particle, Astrophysics, and Cosmology (NPAC) at Shanghai Jiao Tong University (SJTU). 
· Visits to China by APS leaders:  APS will keep CPS leaders apprised of any plans to travel to China for the annual CPS meeting and/or the 80th anniversary of the CPS.   As soon as possible, CPS will inform APS leaders of the dates and plans to celebrate the 80th anniversary.
